NEW HANOVER COUNTY
TOWN OF KURE BEACH

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 7 day of January, 2008, by and
between TOWN OF KURE BEACH, a body politic and corporate of the State of North Carolina;
and MICHELLE WRIGHT JAMES, an individual and resident at 2306 Lincoln Street,

Columbia, South Carolina.

WITNESETH:
ARTICLE 1

Definitions
Certain terms having specific definitions are used in this Agreement, and these terms and
definitions, unless the context clearly indicates to the contrary, are as set forth in this Article.
The defined terms appearing in this Article are set forth in exact form as appear between the
quotation marks. When the same term is used in this Agreement with the meaning as assigned
herein, it shall appear in the identical form. Otherwise, the meaning shall be as used in the
context of the sentence in which it appears and not necessarily that as defined herein.

1.1 "Agreement" - means and refers to this Employment Agreement.

1.2 “Town” - means and refers to Town of Kure Beach, a body politic and corporate
of the State of North Carolina.

1.3 "Employee" - means and refers to Michelle Wright James, an individual and
resident of City of Columbia, South Carolina.

1.4 "Governing Body" - means and refers to the Board of Commissioners of Town of

Kure Beach.



ARTICLE 2

Recitals
2.1  Town is a body politic and corporate organized and existing by virtue of the laws
of the State of North Carolina. As such, it is authorized to engage or employ personnel as may
be necessary or advisable for the proper operation and maintenance of the Town, including the

appointment of a Town Administrator.

ARTICLE 3
Employment and Duties of Employee

3.1  Town Administrator: By the execution of this Agreement, the Town of Kure

Beach hereby employs Employee as the Town Administrator of the Town. Employee agrees that
she shall use such diligence and care as is customarily afforded by persons providing similar
professional services. Employee further agrees that she shall observe and conform to the ethics
and customs of his/her profession, and agrees she will comply with all lawful regulations,
directives, and orders affecting the operations of the Town. At all times she shall comply with
the United States Constitution, the North Carolina Constitution, the North Carolina General
Statutes, all regulations, policies, and ordinances of the Town, and the directives of the
Governing Body.

3.2 Performance; Duties: Employee agrees to render full-time professional

management services to the Town in the capacity of Town Administrator for the term of this
Agreement. She will at all times faithfully, industriously and to the best of her ability, perform
all duties that may be required of her by virtue of her position as Town Administrator and all

other duties imposed upon her to the reasonable satisfaction of the Governing Body. Her



powers and duties shall specifically include specific powers so defined by the Kure Beach
council, and duties more fully enumerated in G.S. §160A-148. Further, her actions shall be
governed at all times by the authority given her by the Governing Body, the approved budget,
and/or the Personnel Policy, as may be applicable. See attached Kure Beach town administrator
Job Description.

3.3  Additional Authority: In addition to other authority and responsibilities herein

assigned to the Employee, the Employee shall have the following authority: Power of
recommendation to town council the appointment/termination of all employees of the Town. See

attached organization chart.

ARTICLE 4
Compensation

Employee's compensation for professional services as Town Administrator shall be as
Sfollows:

4.1 Annual salary in the initial amount of $ 55,000.0, payable in equal twenty-six (26)
increments, travel allowance in the annual amount of $4800.00, payable at $400 monthly, and a
one-time relocation allowance of $5000.00. Relocation will be paid in the amount of $1250.00
per month for four consecutive months, beginning February 1, 2008 and ending May 1, 2008.
4.2 Employee’s annual salary compensation as set forth in Section 4.1 above shall be reviewed at
least on an annual basis, beginning June 30, 2008. Employee shall be eligible for an annual
salary review and appropriate adjustments as other Town employees and shall also be given all
costs of living increases and similar adjustments to salary as other Town employees.
Furthermore, Town may provide for an increase in annual salary based upon merit or similar
considerations. The employee will be eligible for a salary review at her employment anniversary

date. The annual increase may be equal to or less than ten percent of her annual salary.



ARTICLE 5
Benefits

Employee shall be entitled to benefits in addition to compensation as herein above
specified in Article 4 as follows:

5.1  Vacation Leave: 2008 annual vacation leave with pay in the amount of 12

working days (accrued per Town of Kure Beach personnel policy) shall be provided to Employee.
Unused vacation leave may accumulate to a maximum of approved Town of Kure Beach
personnel policy. In the event of termination of employment for any reason, Employee shall not
be entitled to receive full monetary compensation for any unused vacation time accumulated.
5.2 Sick Leave: Employee shall be entitled to annual sick leave in the amount of the
approved, Town of Kure Beach personnel policy currently 12 working days each fiscal year.
Unused sick leave shall accumulate and carry over after the end of any fiscal year; Employee

shall not be entitled to compensation for any unused sick leave accumulated except as specified

in_the Local Governmental Employees’ Retirement System. (or, according to town policy).

Further, in the event that Employee’s sick leave is expected to, or actually does, exceed three (3)
days, Employee shall immediately notify the Mayor of the Governing Body.

5.3  Professional and Educational Leave: At the approval of town council, the

employee will be permitted to attend educational seminars, professional meetings or continuing
education activities, without loss of pay and at the expense of Town. The Town also agrees to
pay for dues and subscriptions in professional organizations. In addition, Town recognizes that

the furtherance of Town interests includes the social entertainment of various individuals and



groups and Employee’s attendance and participation at business and social meetings and
functions of various community organizations and agencies and thus, upon town council
approved functions, etc., the town agrees to pay all such entertainment and attendance expenses
incurred by Employee which may be incident to and in furtherance of the interests of the Town.

5.4  Automobile and Travel Allowance: Employee shall be reimbursed for personal

automobile and travel expense at the current IRS rate.

5.5 401(k) Contribution: Employee will receive no less than an annual 401(k)

contribution in the amount of 5 percent of her then current salary and in accordance to
town policy. In addition, the 401K plan allows an employee the option of contributing up
to 80 percent of their annual salary. Refer to Town of Kure Beach 401K policy.

5.6 Compensatory Time Off: It is recognized that the Town Administrator must

devote a great deal of time outside the normal office hours to promote and advance the interest
of the Town. To that end, the Employee shall be allowed to take compensatory time off, as she
shall reasonably deem appropriate during said normal office hours.

5.7  Retirement: Employer agrees to pay retirement to the North Carolina Local
Government Employees’ Retirement System at the same percentage as provided to other Town
employees. See Town of Kure Beach personnel policy.

5.8 Other Benefits: Employee shall be eligible for all the benefits provided other employees of

the Town. Included but not limited to, Supplemental life, Health and Dental Insurance and in

accordance to all other town government policies and practices.



ARTICLE 6

Term

6.1  This Agreement shall remain in full force and effect for a period of two (2)-
calendar years beginning January 1, 2008.

6.2  During the term of this Agreement, in the event that Town elects to terminate this
Agreement without cause (cause is defined as conviction of a felony in a court of law and/or
blatant disregard of action taken by the majority of board in open session), Employee shall be
entitled to compensation and benefits as set forth in Articles 4 and 5 of this Agreement for a
period of 90 days from the date of actual termination. Unless otherwise mutually agreed,
Employee shall receive such compensation and benefits on a timely basis as specified under
Articles 4 and 5 above. |

It is specifically understood amf agreed that the provisions herein above stated for
cancellation and termination by Town apply to cancellation and termination of this Agreement
without cause. Notwithstanding, should Employee be found guilty of cause, as defined above in
section 6.2, then the Governing Body shall have the right to cancel and terminate this
Agreement with cause upon immediate notice following such finding. In such event, Employee's
compensation and benefits as set forth in Articles 4 and 5, above, shall terminate as specified in
such notice of termination.

Should Employee successfully challenge such ruling by the Governing Body whereby the
Employee is terminated with cause, Town shall reimburse all attorney’s fees, costs and

associated expenses attendant with such challenge to Employee.



6.3  During the term of this Agreement, in the event that Employee elects to terminate
his employment pursuant to this Agreement, Town shall be entitled to at least thirty (30) days
advance written notice to the Mayor of the Governing Body. During such notice period,
Employee shall continue to carry out his duties in a professional and responsible manner and
shall be entitled to compensation as herein set forth.

Upon the expiration of said notice as herein above described, this Agreement shall be and
become of no further force and effect whatsoever, and each of the parties hereto shall be
relieved and discharged there from. However, the agreement may be extended for an additional

period of time by mutual consent.

ARTICLE 7
Indemnity

Town agrees to hold harmless and indemnify Employee against any loss or damage,
including attorney's fees, incurred by Employee in furtherance of and within the course and
scope of his employment. The Town also agrees to bear the full cost of any fidelity or other

bonds required of the Town Administrator by law or ordinance.

ARTICLE 8
Assignment

Nothing contained in this agreement shall be construed to permit assignment by

Employee of any rights under this agreement and such assignment is expressly prohibited.



ARTICLE 9

Amendment
This Agreement may be amended by mutual agreement of the parties; provided, however,

that any such amendment shall be in writing and signed by both parties in order to be valid.

ARTICLE 10

Entire Agreement

It is understood and agreed that this contract constitutes the entire agreement between
Town and Employee and that all terms of compensation and benefits are as agreed and as set
forth herein. It is expressly acknowledged that since the Employee serves at the will of the
Board, the Town Personnel Policy does not bind him. Any amendments or additions to this

Agreement shall be by written amendment to this Agreement, except as otherwise allowed herein.

ARTICLE 11
Severability

The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this Agreement shall not
effect its other provisions, and this Agreement shall be construed in all respects as if such
invalid or unenforceable provisions had been omitted.

ARTICLE 12
Binding Effect

This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure fto the benefit of the Town, its
successors and assigns, and shall be binding upon Employee, his administrators, executors,

legatees, and heirs.



ARTICLE 13

Governing Law

This Agreement shall be construed and enforced under and in accordance with the laws
of the State of North Carolina.

I wish to execute the provisions of my contract to separate from the Town earlier than
January 7, 2010. My last day will occur on November 20, 2009 or soon thereafter. I
request the following consideration of a mutual separation package:
e Separation payment equal to three months at current rate and allowances
($66,000) paid upon date of departure
¢ Health insurance provided by the Town until a full-time position is secured or
three months from date of separation occurs (whichever occurs first)
Use of phone and current phone number (service not included)
E-Z Flex as part of the health care provision —see above

It is my belief that the Town of Kure Beach is neither prepared to transition to a council-
manager form of government nor is it ready for a professional administrator. From a
Council, staff and citizen level, the Town may be ready for a department head or office
manager position which would give oversight to the finance area, including budgeting,
accounts payable, receivable and payroll. I would recommend grooming this position to
become a Town Administrator. Allowing the position to grow as the demand grows for
the position is a far better approach than forcing the position to exist when there is no
demand or clear, agreed upon expectations for the position.

Great improvement has been made in the accountability of the finance area during my
tenure with the Town, especially with the hiring of Finance Officer Jennifer Watson and
CPA Jason Keller. It is an area of great importance which needs diligent guidance and
oversight from either Council or an experienced director of finance.

I would encourage you to take some time to re-examine the position of Town
Administrator and develop a position more in line with the Town’s current needs.

I will work hard to make the separation a smooth transition. Giving you 30 days notice
allows staff and me to complete the following projects already in progress:

Town Administrator and Kure Beach Council reach mutual agreement

The Kure Beach Town Council and the Town Administrator agreed last evening to mutually separate
and cancel her contract.

Mayor Montgomery introduced the motion to cancel the employment contract and to mutually agree to a
separation package for the Town Administrator while Commissioner Barry Nelder seconded the motion.
“The Town hired Michelle James with the intent of deciding whether Kure Beach was ready to move to
professional town management,” said Mayor Montgomery. “After almost two years, it appears to me
that the town is not prepared to do so.”

He continued, “Therefore, it is in the best interest of the Town and the employee to move on.”

“Based on the efforts of James, we are in good in financial position and she has been responsible for
administering over $2 million in grants and bringing in almost a million dollars in development grants.”
The Mayor concluded, “The decision of the council was based entirely on the fact that our efforts in
moving toward professional management have not been successful.”

“It is our mutual understanding that the Town of Kure Beach is not prepared to change its form of
government to include a town administrator or town manager,” said Town Administrator Michelle
James. She encouraged the Council to take some time to re-examine the position of Town Administrator
and develop a job description more in line with the Town’s current and future needs.

“I would recommend an office manager position or finance director position to provide oversight to the
finance area, including grants administration, budgeting, accounts payable & receivable, and payroll,”
stated James in her letter to Council.

“I feel responsible to a large extent for what’s going on because I believe that we, as a Council, failed in
fully explaining the position in which we wanted and how we wanted it to go,” said Commissioner Jim
Dugan.

Susan and | found our jobs crossing quite often, particularly on things like grant/ project
financing, tracking and reimbursements - we found at first we were both doing the same
thing, so we centralized it under me to keep up with the initial process until approval and
then tell finance what funds would be coming in and where to budget and pay
reimbursements.

We split out liability claims so that Susan handled property damage claims (auto accidents)
and | did personal claims (someone fell).

The other area we ran into complications with was the front desk position. It was under
admin but a good deal of the work is finance with taking money and handling petty cash.

| think it really depends on how strong your finance officer is. Susan, Pat and Jennifer all
pulled me into a lot of areas such as water bill payment issues, payroll problems, project
funding and reimbursement, etc. | believe alot of it was hold over from Frankie. | was told
by finance that Frankie insisted on making ALL decisions. | don't know if that was true
because | didn't work with Frankie, but | know there was a great reluctance on Susan's part
to take any control or make decisions even though she was department head. Bill Ufferman
also pulled me into a lot of finance areas.

From what | saw, | would say the Finance Officer would have general oversight over the
General Ledger posting, Accounts Payable, Accounts Receivable, Investments, to ensure
posting and reporting to council is timely, accurate and in compliance with audit and state
law requirements. In other words, the accounting of the flow of the money from when it
comes in to when it goes out and where it goes.

| know Jennifer has the smarts and capability, but whether she is a decision maker or not,
I'm not sure. She was hindered some when she reported to Susan, but even when both
Susan and | wanted her to step up and make decisions,set procedures and guidelines, etc.
she was reluctant. But - I've been gone a while and that may have changed.

As | remember the TC description under Frankie, she had the title of Treasurer with all
financial responsibility under her.

I remember you and Bill telling me you specifically split out admin and finance because

Following up on recent discussions, I would like to confirm the terms of a proposed
severance agreement. We have advised you that, unfortunately, we deem it necessary to
terminate the employment relationship. We would like to ensure an amicable parting and

a smooth transition.

To that end, Town of Kure Beach is willing to provide you with the following:

(1

We will pay you sixteen weeks severance pay at your current base rate, payable
immediately in one lump sum less the usual tax withholdings.

(2)
We will continue your group medical benefits by paying 65% of your “COBRA”

premiums for a period of fifteen months following your termination date. This is based
on the expectation that this benefit will be extended by Congress. After that, you will
have the right to continue the benefits at your own expense for the remainder of the 18

month COBRA period.

(3)

We will not oppose any claim for unemployment compensation benefits that you may
file.

(4)

The effective date of your separation from The Town will be June 4, 2010.

In exchange for these payments and promises, which exceed anything to which you
would already be entitled under Town of Kure Beach policies and benefit programs, you
will agree to release and hold Town of Kure Beach harmless from any claims you might
have arising out of your employment with the Town of Kure Beach and the termination
of your employment. This includes, but is not limited to, all wrongful discharge,
discrimination (including Age Discrimination in Employment Act), contract, tort,
statutory and constitutional claims; excluding only workers’ compensation claims. This
release applies to Town of Kure Beach, Town Council and all other employees
individually. It applies to all claims that may exist up to the date you execute this



agreement, whether you know about the claims or not. By offering and entering into this
agreement, Town of Kure Beach does not, of course, admit any liability or wrongdoing.

In addition, you agree to keep this agreement strictly confidential, not disclosing its terms
to any other persons except your legal counsel, immediate family members, financial
advisors, taxing authorities, or as otherwise required by applicable law.

You may take up to 7 days to decide whether you wish to enter into this agreement. We
encourage you to consult an attorney regarding this agreement before signing it. If you
sign the agreement you will have up to seven days thereafter to revoke it. The agreement
will not take effect until this seven-day period has expired on June 18, 2010.

If you have any questions, let me know. If these terms are acceptable to you, please sign
and date, below, and return the original copy to me. An extra copy is enclosed for your

records.
